Joyce Ellis plans to use StudioCode video analysis and/or the iCoda software in the following courses during the fall 2013 Semester:
HHP 262 – Teaching Team Sports

HHP 415 – Health & Physical Education Methods for the Elementary Educator

Assessment Techniques

HHP 262:  Students are required to complete a 20 minute microteaching with their peers during this course.  These microteachings are video-taped and made available for viewing/reflection by students via iTunes University.  Students are required to evaluate the video and identify various pedagogical skills that are demonstrated throughout the microteaching.  Reflections are completed and submitted via Blackboard for review by the instructor. 

With the purchase of StudioCode, this video analysis will be enhanced.  Following each microteaching students will be required to view the video using StudioCode software and identify (code) specific pedagogical skills.  This self-reflection will help them identify how often they implement these specific skills in their teaching.  In addition to the individual self-reflection, all students will meet in class once each week and view the video as a class.  iPads with iCoda will be utilized to do live coding of the same pedagogical skills that have previously been highlighted in written reflections.  
Percentage of correct identification of specific pedagogical skills will be analyzed throughout the semester.  It is hoped that the percentage of correct identification skills will increase.

Comparison of previous year’s written reflection data with iCoda data to determine if the use of this technology helps students to better identify skills microteaching situations.

HHP 415:  Students in this course complete a Service Learning Project in which they provide an hour of activity each Friday to elementary children at Washington Elementary School.  Each session will be video recorded and then through the use of StudioCode each student will review and code specific pedagogical skills from the teaching sessions.  There has not really been any previous data collection other than class discussion and Service Learning Reflections so no comparison will be made with anything already on file.  To take this one step farther, I will also use the iCoda software to view selected video as a class and ask students to code pedagogical skills.  I am looking to see if they improve the identification of these skills as the semester progresses.
Percentage of correct identification of pedagogical skills:  The percentage of correct identification of pedagogical skills throughout the semester will be compared.

· SLP 662 Language Disorders: Early Childhood-

Pre-Assessment: Faculty member will describe specific developmental language behaviors or assessment/intervention strategies and then will be present video examples and students will be asked to identify the type of developmental language behaviors or assessment/intervention strategies.  StudioCode and iCoda will not be used during pre-assessment.
--Percentage correct identification will be calculated. 
Intervention:  Faculty member will introduce a video that has been coded using StudioCode. This coding will allow the faculty member to provide multiple examples of specific developmental language behaviors and assessment/intervention strategies during observation sessions. During some of the observational sessions, iCoda will be used by the students as they code the video examples according to the type of developmental language behaviors or assessment/intervention strategies. Reliability of these observations will be easily established since the video will have been analyzed and coded prior to the showing. The faculty member will be able to determine which students are having difficulty identifying the specific developmental behavior or assessment/ intervention strategies and then can address these difficulties in class.  Students will also be asked to write self-reflections related to their developing ability to identify the developmental language behaviors or assessment/intervention strategies.

Post-Assessment: The faculty member will present the original videos from the pre-assessment and students will be asked to identify specific developmental language behaviors or assessment/intervention strategies using iCoda. 

-Percentage correct identification will be calculated.

Analysis of Data:

Comparison of the pre-assessment and post-assessment percentages of correct identification will be completed.  In addition, a rubric will be developed to analyze the self-reflections throughout the semester related to each student’s self-assessment of their ability to observe and identify the targeted behaviors and skills.

· SLP 803-804-806 Graduate Practicum:  
Preassessment: The current second year graduate students have been video recording and completing self-evaluations of their clinical skills during the 2012-2013 academic year.  These self-evaluations are completed and saved in the student’s individual clinical folder. These self-evaluations will be used as baseline data and will be compared to the self-evaluations completed by these second year graduate students following the implementation of StudioCode and iCoda activities during fall 2013 semester.  
Intervention: During the fall 2013, both first and second year graduate students will be asked to watch a coded video of specific clinical skills that are currently identified on their clinical performance rating scale.  They will use iCoda while watching these videos in order to identify the reliability of their observations with a coded video developed by the faculty.  Faculty members will review the reliability of the observations and will plan additional video observations based on the students’ observations.  
During mid-term evaluations, second year graduate students will video a session with one or more clients and will then be asked to use StudioCode to identify the same specific clinical skills they observed previously as well as any other clinical skills that they believe are important for their specific client.  They will then complete a self-reflection on the development of their clinical skills during these sessions.  Since the videos will be coded, it will be easy for the clinical supervisor to review the coded video and determine the accuracy of coding as well as the appropriate use of the clinical skills.  The faculty members will discuss the accuracy of the coding with each student and where appropriate will plan additional learning activities to help students become more accurate in using and correctly identifying their own clinical skills. 
Analysis of Data

-Accuracy of identification of clinical skills by comparing the coded video to the student’s coding using iCoda.
-Accuracy of identification of clinical skills by comparing the student’s coding of their own clinical skills with the coding by the clinical supervisor.
-Development of a rubric to analyze the self-assessments completed during the 2012-2013 academic year with the self-assessments completed during fall 2013.

Faculty will review the rubric used in scoring the self-evaluations and will make any modifications necessary.  Data will be reviewed from the fall analysis and decisions will be made related to any additional coded targeted behaviors that might be appropriate.

Similar pre-assessment, intervention and post-assessment procedures will be used in the spring as described for SLP 661.  The only differences will be in the content of the videos presented. 
Analysis of Data:

Comparison of the pre-assessment and post-assessment percentages of correct identification will be completed for each of the courses.  In addition, the rubric developed for the fall course will be used to analyze the self-reflections throughout the semester related to each student’s self-assessment of their ability to observe and identify the targeted behaviors and skills.

· SLP 801, 802, 803, 804 Graduate Practicum:

Similar procedures used for the second year graduate students during fall 2013 will be introduced for the first year graduate students during the spring semester.  The difference will be that the first year graduate students will have been introduced to StudioCode and iCoda during the fall semester through the video observations of coded clinical skills; however, they will not have used StudioCode to code their own clinical skills during the mid-term self-evaluation. 
Pre-assessment: The first year graduate students will have completed self-evaluations during the fall 2013 and these self-evaluations are saved in each student’s clinical folder.  These will be the pre-assessment data and will be compared to the self-evaluations during the spring 2014 semester.   
Intervention: During mid-term evaluations, first year graduate students will video a session with one or more clients and will then be asked to use StudioCode to identify the same specific clinical skills they observed during the video observations provided in the fall as well as any other clinical skills that they believe are important for their specific client.  They will then complete a self-reflection on the development of their clinical skills during these sessions.  Since the videos will be coded, it will be easy for the clinical supervisor to review the coded video and determine the accuracy of coding as well as the appropriate use of the clinical skills.  The faculty members will discuss the accuracy of the coding with each student and where appropriate will plan additional learning activities to help students become more accurate in using and correctly identifying their own clinical skills. . 

Analysis of Data

-Accuracy of identification of clinical skills by comparing the coded video to the student’s coding using iCoda.

-Accuracy of identification of clinical skills by comparing the student’s coding of their own clinical skills with the coding by the clinical supervisor.
-The rubric developed during the fall semester will be used to analyze the self-assessments completed during the fall 2013 semester by the first year graduate students in comparison to the self-assessments completed during spring 2013.
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
