Teachers and students have greater access to digital reference, interactive, productivity and presentation apps. Many secondary schools have begun implementing tablet technologies, so History Education majors need to be able to enter the modern classroom with learning activities already in mind and be able to quickly adopt new presentation and group learning apps to their curriculum and lesson planning. In Public History, iPads make it possible to combine digital cameras, projectors, and numerous software applications into one seamless device that supports research, document-media management, and public presentations.  Digital history is quickly becoming the preeminent method of research and dissemination, public history students need professional experience in order to become expert users and facilitators of the appropriate technologies and software apps.

In Public History, evaluation of advanced student projects will be tied to effective use of multimedia presentations.

Education at all levels, and especially in secondary schools, is seeing a dramatic rise in the accessibility and use of iPads in the classroom. History Education majors need to be able to enter the classroom with learning activities already in mind and be able to quickly adopt new presentation and group learning apps to their curriculum. iPad use facilitates collaborative learning, shifts the teaching-learning process towards the students, and engages students in more integrative and deeper learning. Student use of iPad apps can be incorporated into the grading rubric for research and presentation activities.  Students can also bring their own expertise and app use to the classroom and teaching settings, further enhancing their skill set and professional presentations.
Because iPads can enhance the traditional lecture classroom, as well as group and individual centered learning, iPad implementation can enhance current assessment approaches and allow for more innovative models.  iPad implementation in History courses will fully integrate and enhance the Student Portfolio documentation.  Papers and presentations demonstrating writing skills, critical thinking, and scholarly skills, as well as knowledge content, lesson planning, assessment techniques, and technology skills are all included in the lesson plan and iPad apps are available that assist in consolidating these types of documents and media presentations.  As the History Department includes more digital media as part of the portfolio, students access to and familiarity with iPads and appropriate apps will more fully facilitate and support both student assessment and overall department assessment practices.
